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1. The tournament will be played according to the rules of the KNVB.  

2. The tournament is open to players born after 01-01-2009, Only players of FC ‘s-Gravenzande   
born after 01-01-2008 are allowed to take part as well.  

3. During the tournament, the standard rules apply regarding substitutes per match.  
This means five players or four players and one goalkeeper.  

4. Matches will be led by KNVB referees.  

5. Each referee is assisted by two neutral, experienced assistant referees during the tournament.  

6. Before the tournament, each club has to hand over a list at the secretariat mentioning the following 
data of their   players.:  

- The name  

- First name (s)  

- date of birth  

- Shirt number of every player.  

The player lists are NOT made available to third parties, but are only intended for the organization. 

7. Players must play during the whole tournament with the same shirt number. This is because of the 
election of the best player of the tournament.  

8. The match duration is 2 x 15 minutes.    

9. Each team is required to start the game in time. Once a team doesn’t show up five minutes after the 
specified time, the opponent will be announced as the winner with a score of 3-0.  

10. The first mentioned club in the schedule plays in the original club outfit. 
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11. The preliminary round will be played in four groups of four teams. They play a half competition.  
After the half competition they play further confirm the ‘knock out system’.  

The numbers 1 up to including 2 of these groups will play for the   1st - 4th place.  
           The numbers 3 up to including 4 of these groups will play for the   5th – 8th place. 
           The numbers 5 up to including 6 of these groups will play for the   9th - 12th place.   
           The numbers 7 up to including 8 of these groups will play for the 13th – 16th place 
 
12. If the results of two or more teams are the same in the group the goal difference is determinative.    

If this is also equal, then the team that has scored the most goals is the winner.  
If this is also the same, there are penalties taken by five different players. If there is still no 
decision, the other players of the team will take the penalties alternately until a decision has 
been made.  

13.    When a player gets his third yellow card, he is not allowed to play the next match.  

14. If a red card is shown directly by the referee to a player, that player must leave the match and can’t play   
this match as well as the next match anymore. 

 
15. A “Fair Play Cup‘ is awarded. The designated referees will determine the winner of this price. 

 
16. For the best player and best goalkeeper of the tournament prizes are available. An independent 

committee will determine the winner.  
 

17. In all cases where these regulations can’t be used, the tournament committee will decide. 
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
